INSTALLATION DETAILS

1. On afully sheeted roof,
mark centerline of roof opening.

2. Use centerline of major rib

as a guide and lay out roof opening
to match the curb “A” , “C”, & “D”
dimensions.

3. Cutroof opening per building
manufacturer’s recommendations.
Slit upslope edges of rough opening
(“D”) for side flange clearance at
transition point.

4. Install structural support framing
for curb and equipment loads. Keep
inside dimension clear. A minimum
of two parallel curb walls should be
supported. Avoid cantilever
sections in excess of 12”.

5. Apply mastic or sealant tape at
points where curb meets roof panel.
Apply to roof panel at curb side, and
downslope flanges. Apply to curb
upslope flange. Use only
accessories as recommended by the
building manufacturer.

6. Presscurbinto place onthe roof
panel. Upslope flange goes under
roof panel; sides and downslope
over roof panel.
